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Welcome to the class! What kind of society is Canada? This course provides a critical and comprehensive overview and sociological perspective of Canadian society both past and present.  The course is organized along four key learning modules: Canada-U.S., Canada and Indigenous Nations, Immigration and Multiculturalism, and Class and Poverty. Among the questions we will consider are: What does it mean to be Canadian? What are the specific rights of Indigenous peoples and how have they mobilized to assert and protect those rights?  What is our immigration policy and what does it say about our identity?  Does Canada have a unique welfare state?  It is threatened?  The goal is to learn the analytic tools necessary in order to begin to examine and critically assess these important aspects of Canadian Society. The texts have been selected to illustrate key concepts and, most importantly, to stimulate your sociological interest in Canada!
